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GENERAL INFORMATION PAPER
1. Background
The Next Generation of Teachers Project (Next Gen) builds institutional capacity of teacher education institutions (TEIs) in Asia and the Pacific region. UNESCO Bangkok provides technical assistance through the following activities:

a. Deans’ Forum – by enhancing the leadership of the Deans and Directors of TEIs in planning and creating ICT-based teacher training environment, managing of ICT-related training programme, and supporting instructors’ professional development;

b. Curriculum Development Workshops – by catalyzing efforts of TEIs towards self-led ICT-related curriculum reform for pre-service teachers; and

c. ICT-Pedagogy Integration Workshops – by building the capacity of teacher educators in designing, providing and managing teacher training activities on ICT-pedagogy integration, and facilitating their collective professional development on ICT-pedagogy integration 
2. Objectives of the Workshop

The Curriculum Development Workshop provides guidance to the TEIs to define its own curriculum for ICT-pedagogy integration for pre-service teacher education.  The workshop aims to: 
· Illuminate – the participants by providing the “big” picture on the need to revise/update existing or even develop new curriculum so as to provide 21st century skills to students.
· Guide the process and provide examples – by providing a “Curriculum Development Framework” with examples from other countries/ universities and templates.
· Plan activities and actions – which the country/institution will undertake after the workshop.
3. Expected Output and Outcome
At the end of the five-day workshop, the participants will have a much clearer view how to catalyze efforts of TEI-led ICT-related curriculum reform for pre-service teachers. 
Through the various exercises during the workshop, the participants themselves will develop an updated or new ICT-related curriculum that are relevant to the situation and needs of the teacher education institutions/country.

Another important output of the workshop is a concrete follow-up action plan that will be developed by the participants to ensure that necessary activities will take place after the workshop.
